Medieval Philosophy Class: 

As announced earlier today, your first essay response is due Monday, February 11, before 11:50pm. This will be an online submission through turnitin on iLearn.

 

The Prompt:

 

If you could ask Sankara one question about Brahman/Atman realization, what would it be? How do you think Sankara would respond to your question?

 

Guidelines:

 

1. Your essay should be a single page (or page and a half), double spaced.

2. Your engagement with the prompt questions should reveal that you have done the reading and are familiar with some of the general ideas in Sankara's crest jewel text. The main objective of this assignment is for you to open up something of a dialogue with Sankara as a way of entering more deeply into the conceptual territory of the text.

3. It is not necessary to quote or provide references, though you may do so if you like. Works cited page is not necessary if you do so. You may simply cite, e.g., Sankara, Crest Jewel, p. 12, for first reference, and just page numbers for subsequent references.

4. It is not necessary for you to have completed the Crest Jewel text to complete this assignment, though you should have read at least up to page 76.

5. This assignment is CR or NC, so make sure that you provide a serious engagement with the prompt. As indicated on the course syllabus, there will be 10 of these single page essay responses. 

 

The link for online submissions, together with any explanatory notes, will be available by the end of the weekend. Note: you will be submitting the paper through turnitin on the iLearn page for the course.  Do not wait to the last minute to make your submission, as the system will not accept papers after 11:50pm.
